A.S. Constitutional AmendmentA.S. Constitutional Amendment

Do you approve of the following changes to the Associated Students Constitution

• Changing the name of "Legislative Council" to "The Senate."
• Changing the titles of the various representatives to "Senators."
• Striking the six (6) "Representative-at-Large positions, and instead creating six (6) "Collegiate Senators."
• Four (4) of these Collegiate Senators will represent the College of Letters and Sciences.
• One (1) of the Collegiate Senators will represent the College of Creative Studies.
• One (1) of the Collegiate Senators will represent the College of Engineering.
• Adding the Student Advocate General into the line of succession of the President.
• Ensuring that all contracts must be pre-approved by the Executive Director and the A.S. President.
• Making the Internal Vice President responsible for facilitating and monitoring student fees.

If approved, the new Constitution will take effect upon the installation of the 2012-2013 elected student representatives.

Pro Statement:Pro Statement:
The proposed A.S. Constitution will increase student
representation, increase A.S. efficiency, and cost no additional
money to students or the University. The new Constitution
would replace the unfocused and redundant Representative-at-
Large position with new positions representing students based
upon which college they attend, so that students are better
represented on issues such as class availability, class sizes, and
the availability of different courses and majors. Furthermore, the
new constitution would require Associated Students to monitor
the use and increasing of student fees, helping to prevent future
unnecessary fee increases. The new Constitution would increase
the efficiency of A.S. by removing unnecessary bureaucracy,
making Associated Students more effective at serving UCSB
students.

The Associated Students Constitution is working fine as it is.
The proposed changes would create additional work for next
year’s Legislative Council, as they would have to rework many
different sections of the A.S. Legal Code. The changes being
proposed in this amendment would also increase the workload
expected of the A.S. President and Internal Vice President. This
new A.S. Constitution could also have unseen consequences, as
it changes a model for Legislative Council that has been in use
for many years.

College BoundCollege Bound

The College Bound Fee, collected and administered by Associated Students, will create an outreach and tutoring program that would
serve underrepresented/underserved youth in the Santa Barbara County. This program will be modeled after the current UCSB
Upward Bound and the America Reads/America Counts programs and will expand to include Junior High students, a community
currently not served by UCSB tutors. It will provide additional tutoring jobs for undergraduates & graduate students in multiple
schools throughout Santa Barbara County. It will also create an extension of the AR/AC and Upward Programs, expanding resources
for such services as tutoring, SAT prep, Saturday College, mentoring, college tours, and other academic and financial aid workshops
beneficial to future college students. The Community Affairs Office of the Associated Students will administer the College Bound
program. 

Do you approve a new fee of $4.00 per undergraduate student for Fall, Winter, Spring and Summer quarter to support College Bound
($2.80 will go to College Bound, $1.00 is for return to Aid, an administrative assessment of $0.17 will be charged to all non-capital
expenditures, and $0.03 is for the AS recharge fee)? If passed, this fee would begin Fall, 2011 and be subject to reaffirmation
Spring 2013.

Pro Statement:Pro Statement:
The College Bound Initiative intends to create an outreach and
tutoring program that would serve
underrepresented/underserved youth in the Santa Barbara
County. The initiative would provide additional tutoring jobs for
undergraduates & graduate students in multiple schools
throughout Santa Barbara County. This program would be
modeled after the current UCSB Upward Bound and the America
Reads/America Counts (AR/AC) programs. Currently Upward
Bound serves high school students (9th-12th grade), and AR/AC
provides a limited number of tutors to elementary schools (K-6).
This initiative would create new student jobs, maintain existing
student employment, and would expand services to include
Junior High students; a community currently not served by UCSB
tutors. The working models in place, crafted by the Community
Affairs office and the Gervetz Graduate School of Education
(GGSE), employ graduate students to facilitate training and
scheduling, coordinate with teachers and principals, and provide
mentoring experiences for undergraduate tutors. What would
make it different from Upward Bound and AR/AC is that the
resources would not have the restrictions that federally funded
Upward Bound does, nor be limited in the number of students we
can employ like AR/AC. College Bound would create an extension
of the AR/AC and Upward Programs; expanding resources for
such services as tutoring, SAT prep, Saturday College,
mentoring, college tours, and other academic and financial aid
workshops beneficial to future college students.

Do you approve of a $2.91 fee increase per undergraduate student for Fall, Winter, and Spring quarters to support the La Cumbre
Yearbook ($2.04 goes to the La Cumbre, $0.73 is for Return to Aid, an administrative assessment of $0.12 will be charged to all
non-capital expenditures and $0.02 is for the Associated Students recharge fee; no additional fee is being requested for summer)?
The fee will be used for increased annual production costs. The fee is in addition to the $0.84 per academic quarter and $0.56 per
summer quarter currently collected. If passed, the fee would begin Fall 2011, be subject to reaffirmation in Spring 2013, and raise
the total undergraduate student quarterly fee to $3.75 during the academic year; the fee would remain at $0.56 in the summer.

Library, Mosher Alumni House and Storke Library) acts as the
only cumulative historical reference; proving its invaluable

Do you approve of a $3.67 fee increase per undergraduate student for Fall, Winter, Spring and Summer quarters, to provide all
undergraduate students access to on-campus Night and Weekend parking ($2.36 will go to Transportation and Parking Services for
Undergraduate Night and Weekend parking, 0.92 is for Return to Aid, an administrative assessment of $0.14 will be charged to all
non-capital expenditures and $0.25 is for the Associated Students recharge fee)? If passed, no supplemental fees, vendor
processing, or shipping and handling charges will be applied to undergraduate night and weekend parking permits. These permits will
include parking for all events such as Halloween and will provide on-campus parking for undergraduate students living in Isla Vista.
The fee is in addition to the $3.33 per academic quarter (Fall, Winter, Spring and Summer) currently collected. If passed, the fee
would begin Fall 2011, be subject to reaffirmation in Spring 2013 and raise the total undergraduate student quarterly fee to $7.00
per quarter each quarter, including summer.

UCSB Community Financial FundUCSB Community Financial Fund

The new AS UCSB Community Financial Fund program shall assist students by providing more access to grants and low interest
student loans year-round. It will help supplement the current Associated Students emergency loans, currently funded out of the
Associated Students membership fee. Once the new Community Financial Fund Fee is collected, all interest generated by the Fund
itself shall be directed back into the program. Besides providing an expansion on the current Associated Students emergency loan,
this Fund shall establish a credit builder program, regular financial literacy workshops, and personalized money management
counseling through the creation of a professional and licensed staff position. The fund will also provide financial guidance for
students looking to invest in green, sustainable enterprises, and other financial services.

There are clear indicators from information gathered by
Associated Students since 2004 that students on this campus
are facing a financial hurdle with increasing fees and tuition. In
the 2004 UCSB fiscal year undergraduates pulled $59,600 in AS
Emergency Student Loans. In only the last two quarters
students have taken out over $188,600 in loans. Rising costs
alongside regular expenses such as rent, textbooks, and food
have created major barriers for student success at the
university. By allowing this $3.00 a quarter fee you are ensuring
that each and every UCSB student has some access to aid. 

51.2% of respondents in a student financial/food need survey
said that their combined income is insufficient in providing for
their basic needs at UCSB.

38.1% of respondents stated that they know six or more UCSB
students who are struggling to make ends meet.

KCSB is a vital campus resource that provides student and non-
student community members with the opportunity to participate
in radio media. Each year, KCSB recruits, trains, and develops the
skills of a large group of new students as music and public-
affairs programmers, news reporters, sports broadcasters, and
radio engineers. The station strives to offer these opportunities
to a diverse community, especially people who are traditionally
underrepresented in broadcasting. We encourage anyone to
become involved and promote an active, tolerant, and progress
oriented community. KCSB provides programming that is
stimulating, informative and generally unavailable from other
local media. KCSB's news and public affairs programming places
an emphasis on providing a forum for unpopular, controversial
and/or neglected perspectives on important local, national and
international issues. The station also serves as a crucial
emergency resource for the community, and has formed a
partnership with the County of Santa Barbara and other radio
stations to create Radio Ready, which provides the general
public with accurate, up-to-date information in the event of a
disaster. At a campus with no journalism department, KCSB
plays an important role at the University educating both
programmers and listeners. KCSB is further encouraging student
media financially and otherwise by supporting the KCSB Media
Center. The space is designed to provide students with the
technology to document events of their choosing, and become
media activists. KCSB is primarily funded by students, so your
support of KCSB and the KCSB Media Center is essential in
sustaining this diverse and unique media outlet.

The Communications Personnel budget covers the salaries of all
of KCSB's professional staff. It had not been increased since
1989 until the Students' Initiative passed in 2006. The station
has grown considerably during that time and we have increased
our staff from two positions to 4.5 positions. The additional
position has allowed us to hire a person to activate the AS/KCSB
Media Center and to begin archiving more than forty-five years
of audio programming.. We remain a very small staff for running
a full time, full power radio station and other media
opportunities.

Notable acts have included Pato Banton, Jack's Mannequin,
Living Legends, Hieroglyphics, t.A.t.U., Minus The Bear, Tech
N9ne, Infected Mushroom, and upcoming concerts from Pinback
and Fleet Foxes.
Extravaganza- the annual FREE music festival. In the last two
years, acts such as Nas, T.I., Pepper, Mickey Avalon, and
hellogoodbye performed, amongst others.
Storke/Event Center Concerts- acts such as The Killers, Lupe
Fiasco, Three 6 Mafia, Gunther, Head Automatica, and The
Federation.
Tuesday night Movies- This fee has allowed us to make all
Tuesday night movies completely FREE for all UCSB students,
and to show more sneak previews of films before their release
date.
Lectures and Cultural Events- Comedy nights, Johnny Cupcakes
lecture, Invisible Children screenings, Brazilian Capoeira
exhibitions, and more.
Free support for student groups- We provide live sound
equipment and personnel and security free of charge for
approved student group events, such as Reel Loud, Chilla Vista,
and Earth Day, to name a few.

2. New technologies that would include the purchase or rental of
additional electric vehicles.
3. Development and implementation of a permanent campus
wide Techno Recycling Program including new bins for each
building on campus, cost of proper disposal, publicity and an
additional employees to oversee the program.
4. Development of the Eucalyptus Grove into a sustainable
recycling demonstration site for the education of UCSB campus,
students, staff, and faculty, as well as the surrounding
community and visitors. This will include extensive landscaping,
construction and purchase of several types of recycling and
composting demos, and hiring an additional employee to
maintain the area.

B We offer information, education, coaching, and/or
referral in most legal matters affecting students and assist them
in identifying and resolving their legal problems, including
landlord tenant disputes, contracts, personal injury matters,
consumer complaints, credit and debt problems, family law,
motor vehicle tickets, employment problems, criminal citations,
wills and probate, and traffic accidents. LRC also has over 50
self-help law books written for the layperson. All consultations
are strictly confidential. At LRC we are committed to finding
practical solutions and resolving disputes. In those situations
where an accord cannot be facilitated, or where the situation
requires being represented by an attorney, our staff will refer
you to private or public counsel outside of our office. LRC also
offers periodic workshops to coach students on how to do
specific legal procedures.

oppression. For that effect, the Center presents around 100
educational and consciousness raising programs that utilize the
mediums of lectures, films and videos, panel discussions,
readings, art exhibits, music, dance, and dramatic performances
that promote changes of attitudes and behaviors among the
campus community. Events are mostly free and open to
everyone. In addition, all of its facilities, including the theater,
lounge, meeting rooms and kitchen are available to over 200
student organizations on campus. Students are therefore
provided with a space to hold meetings, present their programs,
and prepare food for receptions and sales. The MCC space
embodies the validation and inclusion of diverse populations at
UCSB. 

The reaffirmation of the MultiCultural Center’s annual allocation
of $3.25 per ASUCSB membership per quarter does not cause
an increase in student fees. The reaffirmation of this fee will only
continue to allow the Center to persist to offer 1) free
educational programming, 2) free rental and A/V technical
support to all UCSB student groups for their events, 3) funding
for events presented by student groups, 4) jobs for students, 5)
meeting space, 6) a place to study, 7) long operating hours and
much more!

• Individualized support, training and consultation for individuals
and organizations with regard to the college transition and/or
leadership development 
• Funding for the security costs of several student-initiated
alternative social programs
• Dedicated staff members who always ask, how can we serve
ALL STUDENTS better?

technology, like a 24-hour online ticket buying system, email
blasts and other up-to-date information about A&L events. The
fee support also means that UCSB students have exclusive
access to low student ticket prices and free UCSB student
events. With your support, Arts & Lectures is committed to
offering UCSB students quality presentations and outstanding
cultural opportunities throughout the school year and summer
session.
